Before any construction on buildings, septic tanks, wells, excavation or drilling is begun in the Columbus Landings sub division on San Salvador, Bahamas, the property owner and/or contractor/builder is required to receive approval from the property owners association of Columbus Landings, hereafter call WIPOA.
The property owners association was established by Columbus Landings Company and registered with the Bahamian government in 1981. The name of the association was changed to WIPOA, in 1988.  One of the one of the purpose’s of WIPOA is to ensure compliance with the building requirements and restrictions, set forth in this document.

Once approval from WIPOA has been obtained, the property owner or contractor/builder is required to submit their plans, together with the WIPOA’s written approval, to the Island Administrator’s office, for review by his/her office and the Island Council.
No construction shall commence until such approval has been obtained.

Part of Columbus Landings 4 has a domestic, non potable, water system that obtains its’ water from a fresh water lens located under a part of section 4. Due to concerns about maintaining the supply of water, no wells are permitted in the area shown on attached map. Water for property owners in this area will be supplied by the Sandy Point Homeowners Association. Connection service/cost and water billing rates are described in the attached document. 

In order for the request for building/construction to be reviewed, the following must be submitted:

· A completed Building Information form, see attached

· A copy of the proposed construction plans

· Specifications as to any anticipated well, either domestic or deep septic

· A lot plan showing the location of all structures, wells, septic, and proposed ground clearing. All such items shall include set back measurements from the lot boundaries
· Payment in the form of cash or check, in either Bahamian or US currency. Checks are to be made payable to WIPOA

These items shall be submitted to WIPOA, via BrendaLee Jones-Strachen, a member of the Board of Directors of WIPOA, at the Jack Jones Food Market, Cockburn Town, San Salvador. (telephone # 242-331-2688, e-mail brendaleejones@hotmail.com)

This request for building/construction will be reviewed and either approved, conditionally approved, or denied within 2 weeks of being received by WIPOA. If WIPOA has not responded within the 2 weeks, the request shall be deemed approved by WIPOA, and can be submitted to the Island Administrator.

- Check Payments should be made payable to WILLIAM BICKLE, and forwarded to the above address.  DO NOT MAKE THE CHECK PAYBLE TO THE ASSOCIATION.

- Billing Invoices will be sent out only when the Account is $20.00 or more.


- An interest charge of  1%  per month may be levied on all past due debts over $100

- Cost of Checks sent on Collection or returned NSF will be borne by the Payer.

When property is being rented or leased, the owner may request that the renter or lessee pay the usage charge.  The owner must continue to pay the Service charge of $200 per year.  In addition, there will be a deposit of $200.00 for long term Sandcliffe Apt renters and home renters.  This applies only when the Renter or Lessee is Billed direct from S.P.H.A.  All charges must be paid by the Due Date, if not the owner becomes fully responsible for this debt.

Disconnecting and Reconnecting Service:

You may have your service disconnected by requesting that this be done.  There is no charge for this service.  Should you request your service be reconnected, the charge is $200.00.  Should you sell your property while your service is disconnected and the new owner requests service, the charge is $200.00 plus the deposit.

New Service:

The connection fee is $1000.00.  This fee is charged to assist in costs involved in maintaining and upgrading the system to accommodate new consumers.  In addition there is a $500.00 deposit for all new accounts.  The Deposit will be refunded after a period of Five (5) Years, providing all payments have been made in a timely fashion.

When new service costs are greater than $1,000, the additional charge will be borne by the new consumer.  S.P.H.A. will assist with this additional charge dollar for dollar, not to exceed $500.00.

Extending Service:
Extending service beyond the Water Plant present limits will be decided by the present S.P.H.A. Executive Water Board.

All new lines must conform to the water distribution systems specification drawing #61075-01, dated June 1975.
